Special thanks goes to Dorothy Barnett, Direc-
tor of Reno County 2020 Growth Coalition, Inc. for sharing their plans for the future. We also recognized 
rural communities in Reno and Harper Counties who are taking action toward realizing their visions.   

Construction is underway and applications are being accepted for six 2-bedroom duplexes in An-
thony. The Sunrise Ridge Townhomes are scheduled for completion in August 2008.  

Attica allocated an abandoned mobile home park for new housing construction. This excellent 
location with existing utilities will be developed for first time homebuyers as part of the IHS 
1HOP  Program. In smaller communities, new construction costs often exceed property val-
ues, but to alleviate financing difficulties, local donors are making up the difference between 
actual cost and appraised value.  

Pretty Prairie is acquiring land on the southwest corner of town for a housing development 
and donating a vacant lot for the first house which IHS will construct in 2008.  

These small communities have a new spirit and together we are keeping the American Dream alive. As 
President Clinton said, “Our destiny is bound up with the destiny of every other American” and that is es-
pecially true for all of us residing in Reno and Harper County. Let’s work to make sure the American 
Dream not only survives but thrives in our communities.
